TASTING NOTES:  Lifted fl oral aromatics waft from the glass of this citrus-
driven Chardonnay. Notes of lemon zest, white grapefruit, and Key lime, are 
complemented by hints of juniper, struck fl int, and melon. The blend of citrus 
fl avors continues in the mouth with an abundance of fresh lemon and orange 
zest. The juicy fi nish is carried by notes of lemon balm with zippy acidity.

Portal Blanco is an estate-bott led wine made by Celler Vinos Piñol with 
grapes grown in the region of Terra Alta, located south of Barcelona. 
To understand how Portal Blanco relates to the world of wine, it’s 
important to note that the birthplace of the Garnacha Blanca grape is 
Terra Alta. Today, Terra Alta’s beautiful panoramic landscape is home 

to 35% of the world’s Garnacha Blanca vineyards and 70-75% of those in Spain.

TASTING NOTES:  Meyer lemon and green apple on the incisive nose, joined by hints 
of chalky minerals and ginger. Juicy and focused on the palate, off ering lively orchard 
and citrus fruit fl avors that open up and turn spicier on the back half. Finishes on a 
dusty mineral note, showing very good persistence and a lingering note of honeysuckle.
